26.  Then read Acts 1.8 and 9.15-16 and discuss how this 

fulfills what Jesus said would come to pass.$

• Read 26.12-17 and discuss what you love about the message  

Jesus gave to Paul.  How ought that shape your own 

evangelism?$

• Read 26.19-32.  How does Paul's example in sharing his 

testimony with King Agrippa encourage and challenge you?$

• What temptations could press us to be reluctant to share 

the gospel with people who appear successful or important?  

how does Paul's example help you with this?$

• Are there any "A-Listers" in your world that you sense 

God wants you to talk with about their need for Christ?
