Discussion: 

• Read the Psalm aloud together.  You might want to have one 
person read the first half of each verse and the whole group read 
the refrain each time!

• Note the three "buckets" that the love of God pours from:  
Creator (5-9), Deliverer (10-24) and Provider (25).  Spend time 
talking about how you can better connect those to God's love each 
day.  What makes that hard?  

• How can you better remember to thank him for his love in each 
of these areas?  Share ideas about how to recognize God's  love and 
give thanks  in each of these 3  "buckets".  Have each person share 
one idea they want to practice in the days ahead.

• Close your time giving thanks for the steadfast love of God that 
endures forever!
